Made of 100% silk, this three-
ply lampas features a bouquet of fully bloomed
roses set against a deep background. The fabric is
available in an ebony background with salmon-
pink roses, faithful to the historical document. A
celadon and golden interpretation, luminous and
delicate, reimagines the work with a contemporary
breath.
